SAINT OF THE WEEK | Saint Gregory of Narek
(c. 945-1003) | February 27th

It can be comforting to those who have experienced certain
hardship in life to be able to identify with a particular saint.
As with today’s saint, Gregory of Narek, who was an
orphan, born in Turkey in the middle of the 10th century.
After his parents died, he went to live with his uncle who
was a monk. He entered the monastery and later became a
priest and theology professor. He was also a mystic and
became a well-known writer & poet. One of his pieces,
which he described as “an encyclopedia of prayer for all
nations,” was translated into 30 languages. He spent his life
within the walls of the Narek monastery and was buried
there in the early 11th century. Pope Francis declared
Gregory, already a saint of the Armenian Apostolic Church,
a Doctor of the Church in 2015. He is the patron saint of
musicians, singers, students, and teachers. Saint Gregory of
Narek, pray for us!
